CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 
 
1. All horses must be either ADULT REGISTERED, (if 2 years or Over at the 1st August 2025) or 

FOAL RECORDED (if under 2 years at the 1st August 2025) or PERMANENT REGISTERED with 
Dilutes Australia. 

1.1. Dual registered classes. Copies of Applicable Registration/s must be submitted                      
Please ensure you submit PHOTO copies of Membership card & registration or Foal 
Recording papers with hard copy entries for entries to be accepted.               

      Emailed entries must have copies attached. 

2. All owners/ lessees must be FINANCIAL MEMBERS of Dilutes Australia Ltd. Copy to be 
submitted with entry and exhibits MUST be shown under the registered owner’s name. 
Membership Year is from the 1st August to the following 31st July so all members must have renewed 
for the current year (2025-26) to be considered currently financial. 

3. Non-members of Dilutes Australia who will be handling, riding or strapping for owners will be 
required to sign a Waiver & pay the Non-member Insurance Fee. 

4. All entries must be in writing on the entry form supplied, together with copies of DA membership 
card & DA registration / Interim Registration Certificate & other breed registrations (if required) 

5. There will be an ENTRY FORM + copies of membership & registration + Horse Health 
Declaration for every horse or pony exhibited. Each horse/pony will receive its own number.    
THIS NUMBER SHALL NOT BE DISPLAYED ON ANY OTHER HORSE OR PONY. 

6. Substitution in a class is allowed only if the Ringmaster & Ring Steward & Judge have agreed. The 
substituted horse MUST have its own entry form & documentation lodged and its own allotted number. 
The horse/pony must be eligible for the designated class. 

7. All manual entries must be signed on the form supplied, or entries will not be accepted. 

8. The lodging of any entry shall bind the exhibitor to the Conditions of Entry set out herein, and the 
signature of the exhibitor or his/her agent on the Dilutes Australia entry form shall be deemed 
acceptance of these conditions.

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9. The AGE of horses is to be calculated AS AT 1st AUGUST. 

10. The QB Committee has the power, without assigning any reason, to: 

10.1. reject or cancel any entry at any time, 

10.2. prohibit the participation of any person or exhibit in any event, 

10.3. cancel any event or class, or combine or split any class or classes, 

10.4. alter the time at which any event or class is to take place, 

10.5. remove any exhibit or exhibitor from the showgrounds, 

10.6. transfer any exhibit or exhibitor from any class to another. 
 

11. The QB shall not be responsible for the loss of, or any damage or injury occasioned to, any         
 exhibitor or the property of any exhibitor. 

12. The exhibitor enters entirely at his or her own risk. In case any exhibit, whilst on the grounds,  
  shall be the cause of any injury or damage to any other exhibit or exhibitor, or the person or property 

of any member of the QB or the general public, the owner of such exhibit shall indemnify the QB, its 
officers and members, from and against all damage, injury or loss occasioned to any of them by the 
exhibitor or their agent. 

13. Any person causing annoyance by loud comments on the decisions of the Judges, or unseemly 
conduct or insulting behaviour, will, after being cautioned by a QB Committee member, be expelled 
from the Showgrounds, and said person may forfeit any prize money or trophies gained. 

14. Should any exhibit having gained a prize be disqualified, the next on the list of awards does not  
necessarily obtain the same prize. The Disputes Committee, with the advice of the Judge, will decide. 

15. If entries exceed 20, then classes may be split. 

16. If entries are below 3, then classes may be combined. 

17. Should any Palomino’s mane or tail show evidence of being BLEACHED or DYED, they will  
  be DISQUALIFIED. Any exhibitor who has been found to have dyed out spots or dyed or bleached  

a mane or tail (palomino) will be disqualified from the class and the Show, and will be liable to 
expulsion from Dilutes Australia. 

18. For Palominos, PLAITED, BANDED, HOGGED and FALSE MANES, PLAITED TAILS,  
 FALSE TAILS and TAIL EXTENSIONS are NOT PERMITTED in HALTER classes.  
 Manes & tails MUST be free flowing. In formal under saddle and performance events, 
 they are presented at the exhibitor’s discretion. 

19. For Cremello, Perlino, Smoky Cream & Champagnes, hooves must not be blacked.  
  They must be their natural colour. No black makeup on faces, etc., 

20. No shaving of Facial hairs or whiskers applies to all Horses. 

21. Horses may be measured. 

22. Please note: Random drug tests may be taken. 
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23. For Hi Point awards, points will be awarded as follows: First 7, Second 6, Third 5, Fourth 4,  
    Fifth 3, Sixth 2, and, in the case of a tie, the full point/s for the place are given to each.   
  In the case of a tie in total points, a count back shall be used. If the count back doesn’t settle it, 

there will be two High Point winners. 

24. Points will only be awarded on the actual ribbons awarded. 

25. Ribbons will be awarded to sixth place. Only class placings will attract points, not  
 Champions etc. 

26. Scoring set out here is for Championships Show only, not for Diamond/ Opal awards etc. 

27. Ridden Performance competitors shall agree to abide by the rules set out in the Schedule. 

28. HSAA rules are used AS A GUIDE ONLY. The Show Committee reserves the right to make 
decisions re dress and appointments. 

29. Performance section: HUNTER & HACK classes - entrants cannot enter both. You may only 
 enter the Hunter class OR the Hack class with your horse or pony. 

30. For those who have pre-entered, Entry/Nomination fees are refundable with production of a  
 vet/doctor certificate UNLESS scratching prior to the closing date of pre-entries which does not 

require any certificates. The refund will be less the Administration fee. 
 

31. All High Point Trophies are presented at the Annual Trophy Presentation Luncheon 

32. Classes eligible for HIGH POINT AWARDS OVER 10.2 HANDS: 

32.1. Hi Point Palomino; Buckskin/ Smoky Black/ Dun; Any Other Solid Dilute;  
 DA Non-Solid Dilute; DA Dilute & Non Dilute Ancillary & NCCD includes points gained from    

all classes other than Handler Classes and Dual Registered Classes. 

32.2. Hi Point Performance Horse – includes points gained from Formal Under Saddle;  
   Hunter; Hack; Pleasure Hack; Bridle Path Hack; Highest % Members Dressage score & 

Western Pleasure. DA Dilute & Non Dilute Ancillary & NCCD is not eligible for this award. 

32.3. Overall Hi Point Horse of the Show - Best Presented; Age Led; Formal Under Saddle; 
Western Pleasure; Hunter; Hack; Bridle Path Hack; Pleasure Hack & Highest % Members 
Dressage score. DA Dilute & Non Dilute Ancillary & NCCD is not eligible for this award. 

32.4. Hi Point Western Performance Horse – all classes in this section are eligible. 

32.5. Hi Point Non-Dilute Ancillary & NCCD Performance Horse - includes points gained  
 from Formal Under Saddle; Hunter; Hack; Pleasure Hack; Bridle Path Hack; Highest % 

Members Dressage score & Western Pleasure. DA Dilute Ancillary is not eligible for this award. 

33.  Classes eligible for HIGH POINT AWARDS 10.2 HANDS & UNDER: 

33.1. Hi Point Palomino; Buckskin/ Smoky Black/ Dun; Any Other Solid Dilute;  
  DA Non-Solid Dilute; DA Dilute & Non Dilute Ancillary & NCCD includes points gained from 

all classes other than the Miscellaneous Section Classes. 

33.2. Hi Point Performance Horse – includes points gained from the Performance Section 
Classes, DA Dilute & Non Dilute Ancillary & NCCD is not eligible for this award. 
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33.3. Overall Hi Point Horse of the Show - Best Presented; Age Led; Best Trot; Bending; 
Barrel; Hunter in Hand; Harness & Ridden. DA Dilute & Non Dilute Ancillary & NCCD is not 
eligible for this award. 

33.4. Hi Point Non-Dilute Ancillary & NCCD Performance Horse – includes points gained from 
the Performance Section Classes. DA Dilute Ancillary is not eligible for this award. 

34.  Stallions and colts must be in the charge of a competent handler/rider 17 years of age or        
over, and must always be under control. 

34.1. Must wear an Owner supplied green stallion Bridle number holder or green 
stallion disc. 

34.2. DA QB will supply the number to be used in the green stallion bridle number 
holder to be used for the entire event. 

34.3. DA QB will provide a white bridle/halter number to be used with a green stallion 
disc for a fee of $15.00 refundable on return of the white DA QB bridle/ halter 
number. 

35.  PERPETUAL TROPHIES, which will not be able to be returned by hand, will be retained by   
  the QB. All winners of perpetual trophies who do not return the trophy to the Secretary at least 2 

weeks prior to the Championships will forfeit their right to hold any Perpetual Trophy for the        
12- month period. 

36.  Any class rules not listed here will be judged at the Judges’ discretion.
